Attached is a petition filed by Brenwick Development along with a non-enforcement request, plans,
calculations, quantity summary and assessment roll for the Section 9004 Arm, Village of West Clay Drain
to be located in Clay Township. [have reviewed the submittals and petition and have found each to be in
proper form.

I'have made a personal inspection of the land described in the petition. Upon doing so, [ believe that
the drain is practicable, will improve the public health, benefit a public highway, and be of public utility
and that the costs, damages and expenses of the proposed drain will probably be less than the benefits
accruing to the owners of land likely to be benefited. The drain will consist of the following:

12” RCP 341 feet 157 RCP 397 feet
18" RCP 491 feet 217 RCP 343 feet
24” RCP 90 feet 30” RCP 288 feet

The total length of the drain will be 1,950 feet.
